
Can disciplinary 
sanctions be appealed?  

 Disciplinary sanctions imposed by the Judicial 
Affairs Administrator may be appealed to the 
Highline Community College Discipline 
Committee on the following grounds:  

�x��New evidence not available at the initial  
hearing; 

�x��The SR&R initial disciplinary hearing         
procedures were not followed;  

�x��The sanctions were considered too severe.  

 The Discipline Committee is composed of 
five members:  a chair, two full -time faculty 
members and two full -time students.  After 
hearing an appeal the committee may choose to 

remove or reduce the 
sanctions, keep them as 
originally imposed, or 
increase them up to and 
including dismissal from the 
college.  

 Sanctions imposed by the Discipline 
Committee may be appealed to the president of 
the college.
